1. Complete the Lake City Secondary Scholarship & Bursary Application Form  -  at the end of this booklet.
2. Write a ONE page single-spaced typed COVER letter  -  instructions below.
3. To be eligible for some awards, you must also write an essay and include it with your application form and cover letter.


Scholarship Cover Letter Instructions

a.	Please include the following information in your one page letter:

· PERSONAL
· family
· where did you grow up?
· school & community experiences (e.g., clubs, sports, hobbies, special talents, etc.)
· ACADEMIC
· educational experiences
· post-secondary intentions
· career intentions
· EMPLOYMENT AND VOLUNTEER EXPERIENCES
· FINANCIAL
· brief estimate of expenses
· support from parents
· personal savings, etc.

b.	Formatting Your Letter

To format your letter in WORD, follow the steps below:
· open a WORD document
· choose the “No Spacing” option on the task bar (Styles)
· press ENTER 7x (may be reduced if space is an issue)
· type the date
· press ENTER 4x
· type your name and return address
· press ENTER 2x
· type “Dear Members of the Awards Committee:”
· press ENTER 2x
· type the rest of your letter 
· type “Sincerely,” then ENTER 4x
· type your name and add your signature

Essay Topics - optional


1.	Cariboo Regional District Bursary				(1 @ $1000)

A bursary will be awarded to a graduating student who is pursuing post-secondary studies towards a career in local government.  THE SUCCESSFUL CANDIDATE MUST BE LOOKING TO BUILD A CAREER IN LOCAL GOVERNMENT or POLITICS.  Students applying for this bursary must maintain a minimum of a B average throughout their senior year and complete a 500 word ESSAY about their future studies and how it will be incorporated into a career in government.  The preference is for students pursuing studies which can provide a pathway into local government, including: commerce, emergency mgmt., civil or environmental engineering, library & info studies, planning, public relations, journalism, public administration, political science


2.	Cariboo Woodlot Education Society Bursary		(2 @ 250)

These bursaries will be awarded to a graduating student who is intending to pursue a career in Natural Resources Management (Forestry, Fish & Wildlife, or Conservation) at a BC Post-Secondary Institution.  Candidate students must respond to either of the following topics in 500 words or less:
· Which aspect of Natural Resource Management do you intend to focus on and why it appeals to you?
· Any current natural resource management issue that sparked your interest in this career path, and why it is important to you.



3.	Danielle Helmer Memorial Athletic Scholarship	 	(1 @ 1000)	- not awarded every year

The Danielle Helmer Memorial Athletic Scholarship is given to a female student who is involved with school sports and is a positive influence on the school community. Female students who wish to apply for this award must write an essay about the positive impact that school sports have had on their high school career and the skills that they have developed as a result of being involved. 



4.	Royal Canadian Legion Bursary	 			(2 @ 1000)

The Royal Canadian Legion Bursaries are given to GRADs who have a familial association with the Legion, military or RCMP.  In order to assist the Legion in making informed choices, all students applying for these bursaries MUST explain (with a well written properly formatted paragraph) their familial association to the Legion.  Once familial affiliation is established, the Legion will use the following criteria to select their recipient…      - academic standing	      
- athletic participation	 - connections to other organizations	- financial need



5.	UNIFOR Bursary	 					(5 @ 2000)				

The GRAD must be a child of or in care of a UNIFOR Local 3018 member that is in good standing.  The applicant must be planning to enroll in full-time post-secondary education.  The successful recipients will have the option of deferring the award for up to one year.  A 250 – 500 word submission (essay) must be provided explaining why the bursary is important to you, how it will be used, what your career goals are, and what you have done and plan to do to achieve these goals.  In addition, the following must be provided on the paragraph/essay: full name of applicant, date of birth, address, phone number, e-mail address, and name of the related UNIFOR member. 





6.	West Fraser Mills Ltd. Woodlands Bursary			(3 @ 1000)

To be eligible for the bursary, one must be one of the following …
· An Indigenous student pursuing a post-secondary education
· The son or daughter of a West Fraser Mills Ltd. Employee or direct business partner
· Entering a Forestry or Trades Program that supports the forest industry

In addition to meeting one of the above criteria, to be eligible, one must write a paragraph explaining post-secondary plans and a reason(s) behind this decision. WHEN YOU RECEIVE YOUR REPORT CARD AT THE END OF SEMESTER #1, PLEASE BRING A COPY TO MS. GOBOLOS SO IT CAN BE INCUDED IN YOUR APPLICATION PACKAGE!


7.	Williams Lake Minor Hockey Association Scholarship		(4 @ 250)

To be eligible for the award, you must provide a paragraph (100-150 words) on what your experience in WLMHA has meant to you and how you have given back to the sport in a meaningful way.  In addition, you must include a reference letter from a WLMHA coach, manager, board member, etc.



8.	Taseko Gibraltar						(2 @ $1500)

Scholarships will be awarded to two graduating students who are enrolled in post-secondary education in engineering, sciences, environmental studies, or a trades program.  To be eligible, provide a brief (250-300 word) explanation on why you selected this career path, why it is important to you, and what unlocking true value means to you.  Please include how you are affiliated to Taseko or Gibraltar (parent, grandparent, or guardian).  


9.	Williams Lake Ladies Soccer Association			(1 @ $500)

A scholarship/bursary will be awarded to a student(s) who is currently involved with the Williams Lake Ladies Soccer Association (winter and/or summer).  To be eligible, provide a brief (250-500 word) explanation covering the following:
· how you are involved or will be involved with the WL Ladies Soccer Association
· your contributions to the sport (e.g. player, referee, coach, assisting with camps, etc.)
· your future plans with regard to soccer (e.g. post-secondary institution player, WLYSA coach, continue playing with the WL Ladies Soccer Association, playing soccer in another community, etc.)
· what playing soccer means to you / how it has helped you 


10.	Sugar Cane Archaeology 					(1 @ $1000)

A bursary will be awarded to a graduating student who is pursuing post-secondary studies towards Archaeology, Anthropology or Indigenous Studies. To be eligible for the bursary, you must provide an essay on why you selected one of these fields, where your passion for Archaeology, Anthropology, or Indigenous Studies comes from, what you’re hoping to achieve, and what your career in this field could look like.
